CHILD ABUSE IN THE CHURCH:  “REPARATION & ATONEMENT”.

We are asked to observe the four Fridays of May as special days of prayer with this intention.

We are not able to say “sorry” because only those personally responsible can do that, whether they have horribly besmirched their ministerial calling, failed from a hierarchical position to tackle the problem head-on, or sought to deflect blame by asinine comments which accuse others.   Only the individuals concerned can say “sorry”, and in some cases one waits with bated breath to hear it.

Eastertide is a joyous, not a penitential, time and by its nature a time of renewal.   We therefore particularly ask the Holy Spirit’s presence, to repair and to make at one our Church which has been so grievously shaken.   Not just to apply bandages and then “business as usual”, but to genuinely instil a sense of newness into the life of the Church in all its operations, that we may all advance on the Way, humbled and saddened maybe, but perhaps more dedicated, first and foremost, to the Gospel words of our Founder Christ Jesus.

The Catholic church of Our Lady & St. Etheldreda in Newmarket, Suffolk, the racehorse capital of England, now has a new confessional thanks to a deal struck between the parish and the bookmakers ‘Paddy Power’, who have paid for the facility but have been allowed to advertise their sponsorship above the entrance door.    At the grand opening, the first confession heard was that of the jockey Frankie Dettori, though whether his sins involved the 4.0 at Kempton Park we are obviously not able to say.

Also as part of the deal some confessions will be exempt a penance:  using the week’s savings on the 3.30, selling corrupt bookings systems, refusing to pay out or falling over outside the church on 12 pints of Guinness while celebrating one’s winnings.

Confessions this weekend are sponsored by Hampshire Constabulary.    Prayer petition slips are promoted by Royal Mail so please bear with us over any delayed deliveries.

Our entrance procession – rather faster than usual – is sponsored by FitnessFirst and our Liturgy of the Word by Southampton City Libraries and Waterstones.   The Responsorial Psalm is promoted by HMV and the Children’s Liturgy by Babies “R” Us.
The collection is taken this morning courtesy of Proguard Security Services and the Eucharistic ingredients from Three Cooks and Sainsburys but we regret Nectar cards cannot be used at this Mass nor can we issue school vouchers.  Our altar servers today are sponsored by “Catering Recruitment” and our Eucharistic ministers by the International Butler Academy.   Altar candles are thanks to Southern Electric.

Our organist today is promoted by Carphone Warehouse and will be signing copies of his latest CD after Mass.   Mass sheets today are thanks to Clinton Cards and the sermon is sponsored by 99p.    Your priest is offered by the local branch of Manpower UK.
And the theme of today’s Mass is “You cannot serve both God and mammon” .....
