THOUGHT FOR THE WEEK

An imaginary scene:

Professor Richard Dawkins arrives at Stockholm Airport after a genetics conference to find his flight to London, like most others, is cancelled.   Professor Dawkins goes off in a rage and arranges expensive transport back overland.   He then claims the expense off his travel insurance and is refused on the grounds that volcanic eruptions are “Acts of God”.   Professor Dawkins goes off in another rage.   Thwarted by the non-existent God.

The title of “God” has been on many unfamiliar lips these last few days, often in exasperation, as the skies have remained planeless.   At least we haven’t been having at Mass the readings from the book of Exodus where God comes down in a pillar of cloud.   But it’s all his fault – or “their” fault if you concur with the view that the Nordic gods are punishing Iceland because their Prime Minister is a lesbian.
It hasn’t been a laughing matter for very many people, of course, still struggling to get home and running out of money.   But as with all these things, it has its funny side.  Supermarkets are worried they will run out of exotic fruits – no Indonesian star fruits on the shelves, so rioting in the streets.   Celebrities draw attention to themselves – John Cleese takes a £3000 taxi-ride from Oslo as the Minister of Funny Fares.   Or suffer acute deprivation – Michael Flatley of Riverdance has to cancel a press conference and the world grieves.    PM ‘Horatio’ Brown sends in the Royal Navy to pick up a few stragglers singing Rule Britannia.   Intrepid speedboats cross the Channel but are thwarted by ...who else? ... the French.  I chart the progress of some friends returning from Istanbul on what is described as a “Volcano Victim Train” crawling so slowly through the Balkans the passengers might as well be pushing ....
And now, inevitably, the recriminations have begun.   Was it all necessary?   The chairman of British Airways fumes, the ditto of the Civil Aviation Authority, Dame someone-or-other retorts pugnaciously, the boss of NATS at Swanwick is evasive, the Transport Minister repeats “safety is of paramount importance” like an unending mantra, and all concerned claim sudden enlightenment in the field of aircraft engine management.

Hmmm.   I begin to think that when this all dies down it will be another mega-miscalculation like the Swine Flu ‘pandemic’ or the Foot and Mouth cull.
And what has any of this to do with Jesus Christ?   Just that it reminds that Christ travelled light and roamed free, leaving us in his Gospel the exact opposite of over-cautiousness.

What would he make of this all?
