THE SACRED HEART OF JESUS

celebrated by the Church last Friday

The Sacred Heart is a symbol of the love of Christ.   It is not to be seen in an anatomical, but in a mystical sense.   In that mystical sense we speak of Christ’s “wounded” heart.

Devotion to the Sacred Heart first emerged in the 11th and 12th centuries in Benedictine and Cistercian monasteries.   It was inspired by St. Anselm, monk of Bec and Archbishop of Canterbury, and by St. Bernard, and was known to mystics such as St. Mechtilde (+1298) and St. Gertrude (+1302) and to the anonymous author of the “Mystical Vine”, possibly the Franciscan St. Bonaventure.   St. Gertrude in particular had a mystical experience of leaning her head, like St. John, against the breast of Jesus and sensing the pulsations of his heart.

The devotion remained private until the 16th century when it became an ascetic exercise, as we find from the writings of St. Francis de Sales.   It was generally practised among Jesuits (founded 1534), who adopted the practice of placing the image of the Sacred Heart on the title-pages of their books and the walls of their churches.

It was largely to combat the effects of Jansenism (an extremely rigorous spiritual movement deriving from Cornelius Jansen, bishop of Ypres, very popular in elevated French circles) that the feast of the Sacred Heart was firstly publicly celebrated, in Normandy, at the inspiration of St. John Eudes (+1680), in 1670 in the chapel of the seminary in Rennes, followed by Coutances and other dioceses.  Meanwhile at Paray-le-Monial near Dijon St. Margaret Mary Alacoque of the Visitation Order (+1690) received a series of visions which she entrusted to her confessor, St. Claude de la Colombière;  these gave rise to the practice of the ‘First Friday of the month’, with regular reception of Holy Communion, at a time when this was unusual.

Following the invocation of the Sacred Heart in Marseilles at a time of severe plague in 1720, the Pope was persuaded to introduce the celebration more widely, firstly in France (1765) and then universally (1856).    The consecration of mankind to the Sacred Heart, inspired by a vision received by a religious of the Good Shepherd Order in Oporto (Portugal), Blessed Maria of the Divine Heart Drost-zu-Vischering, was carried out by Pope Leo XIII on June 10, 1899.
Like most devotions, that to the Sacred Heart, with its familiar statues and reproductions of the celebrated painting by Pompeo Batoni (1767), has gone into something of a decline, even in France, where it was strongest, but the principle behind it – the unfailing love of Christ leading him even to death – is eternal.

THOUGHT FOR THE WEEK

I feel very self-conscious this week, because our Newsletter has come to the attention of our new Coordinating Pastor, Fr. Vincent, who commented to me that never a week goes past without my getting in a dig at somebody or something.

So this week, absolutely no digs.   What shall we talk about instead?   Well, seeing it is the Chelsea Flower Show season, how about “Jesus and Flowers”?    That can’t be controversial, can it?

I should say as introduction that I have rather a wobbly CV with regard to flowers.  When I was still very young, my parents who were keen botanists enabled me to identify many plants (like King Solomon, as it happens).   That information is now lost to me.    I am hopeless at – or too lazy for - gardening, and rely totally on kind parishioners to look after the Presbytery garden, though I must drive them frantic by under-watering, and then periodically over-watering, their efforts.

However, flowers have done me favours.   In my previous parish, when I was becoming guilty of over-work, I was brought to my senses by realising that I had walked every day for some weeks past a magnificent magnolia tree in our grounds without noticing that it had come into bloom.   That pulled me up with a start.

So what about Jesus?   We have no evidence of Holy Land gardening in the 1st century AD.    The age-old Mediterranean tradition prefers potted plants on balconies;  English-style gardens would be out of the question as they would be burnt to a frazzle.   I like to think of Mary tending the geraniums in front of the Holy House in the cool of the Nazareth evening.
Jesus tells us to contemplate the flowers.   “Consider the lilies of the field;  they do not toil, neither do they spin”.    They serve as a sign of how God provides for creation, a reminder to us never to lose faith in God’s loving watchfulness, and to take heart, for the lily flowers for so short a time whereas we are immortal, and indeed are made in the “image and likeness of God”, which even the most beautiful flower is not.
So the flowers remind us to be aware.   Unfortunately it is very easy for us religious people to be unaware [Fr. Vincent:  “Here you go,  getting in a dig again”].     We are so used to doing things by rote that we can easily go onto automatic pilot.   We are asked to look at things again, and, to use a rather neglected word, with delight.
The flowers in our church, provided with considerable artistry and great economy of price [Fr. Vincent:  “Is that a veiled dig?”] are a wonderful opportunity for us to simply contemplate.   Not to take things for granted,    To acknowledge, as Jesus always did, the beauty of God.
