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AN UPDATE

Adrian Hatch, the Chief Executive of IRT – who has been to our church – was recently in Uganda for the first time since March 2009 in order to check on developments.  His journey was twice delayed:  by BA strike, and by Icelandic volcano.

The village school which we are funding is in Orapwoyo.    If on a map of Uganda you go due north from the capital, Kampala, you come, within some 70 miles of the Sudanese border, to the regional capital of Gulu, which is also the seat of the bishop.   Orapwoyo is some 25 miles east of Gulu, but because there are no roads, only tracks, it is described as “very remote”.
To re-cap, in the 1990’s this area suffered badly from the activity of the rebel “Lord’s Resistance Army”, led by the self-styled “spokesman of God”, Joseph Kony.   They tried to pressgang villagers into their service, and abducted many children.   90% of the population of Gulu region had to be rounded up in camps for safety, while the infrastructure of their villages was wrecked.  In the camps, the traditional way of life was lost;  “we could not gather round the fire and pass on our values”.

From about 2005, the LRA were driven out – though they are still causing havoc in the Democratic Republic of Congo – and the people were slowly able to return to their ancestral villages and rebuild their lives.

However, there was no infrastructure – and no schools.   So either the children had to stay behind in the camps to be educated, or, if they returned home, to ‘commute’ daily to school.   In the case of the Orapwoyo children this meant setting out at cock-crow to walk for 2½ hours, including wading across muddy rivers, and then returning the same way before dark.

So you can see that our school funding is making a MASSIVE difference to a whole village life and traditional culture.   Before long, the Orapwoyo Primary School will be properly ‘up and running’.

THOUGHT FOR THE WEEK

World Cup diary Wednesday morning:  England manager Fabio Capello appeals to his team not to speak to the press, and begs the press to leave the team alone.

As if!    What with John Terry publicly savaging his boss and the team only being silenced by being played a DVD of their match against Algeria, this is gripping stuff.   Indeed it’s turning into the World Bitching Cup with football during the intervals.

Meanwhile a key French player tells his coach to do something to himself and is sent home, provoking a sit-down strike.   Monsieur Sarkozy is appalled and the French Government turns to a philosopher to analyse what is going wrong – which seems a very French thing to do.

Jesus would sympathise with Mr. Capello for pleading for silence and not getting it.   Although he was not trying to hide bad news – quite the reverse -  Jesus was always saying:  “Mind you tell nobody about this”.   Whether it was his status as the Christ the Messiah, or the Father’s Son the Chosen One (as at the Transfiguration) or his working of miracles on the blind, the deaf, the leprous, Jesus urged silence.   He did not want to be put on a pedestal or turned into ‘Mister Miracle Man’.    And a fat lot of success he had.  Ironically, after he had cured people who suffered defects of their bodily senses, they promptly revealed a new defect, in their ears, by not obeying what Jesus had said.
Of course, as the book of Ecclesiastes says, “there is a time to be silent and a time to speak”.   How we must wish, in the context of recent Church scandals, that the Church had not tried to shovel it all under the carpet, had bared its soul and so lanced the boil before it was too late.

And we are told, are we not, to proclaim our faith.   Not just in our Mass – “let us proclaim the mystery of faith” – but in our lives.   Maybe not by standing on a soap-box and making a loud noise (though there are times to do just that) but by remaining firm to our principles and not caving in to follow the popular mood just because it’s the done thing.   That has always been the challenge of the Christian life, for we are citizens with one foot in the kingdom and the other foot in the Kingdom.   

Just as the Bible gives many examples of those told to remain silent who insisted on speaking, so we find the reverse.   Moses, Isaiah, Jeremiah and others are told “Speak!” and at first they all pleaded:  “But I can’t!”
Meanwhile back to Wednesday morning.   Slovenian church:  “Oh God, give us the victory!”   English church:  “Oh God, give us the victory!”   God:  “I do not wish to be involved in the process, but wait to be told the outcome ....”
