MASS WITH ARCHBISHOP NICHOLS at St. John’s Cathedral, Portsmouth, Thursday July 22 at 11am, plus unveiling of new outdoor sculpture of St. John.   Father David has two tickets.
APOSTLESHIP OF THE SEA:  next weekend there is the annual collection for the Apostleship, which provides pastoral care to seamen of many nationalities while their ships are in port (an increasingly difficult task as turn-round times are now so short).    The Apostleship is naturally active in Southampton so we have a particular responsibility of support.

It is run from the Seafarers’ Centre in Queen’s Terrace (not far from the Ocean Terminal).     The previous Catholic Port Chaplain was Fr. Jacinto Padua who has now had to return to the Philippines, and from June 1 his place has been taken by Deacon Roger Stone, who is a Deacon of the Diocese of Arundel & Brighton, whom we therefore welcome to the city.
CLERGY CHANGE:  the month of June is usually one when clergy are invited for mysterious meetings at Bishop’s House and once comfortably ensconced in a chair are invited by the Bishop to move to another congenial (or uncongenial) parish.   You will be sorry/glad/indifferent [delete as appropriate] to hear that Fr. David is not part of that process this year.    

The only change in our Pastoral Area is that Fr. Louis McDermott OMI is leaving Millbrook/Lordswood and returning to his Order, to their Inchicore parish in Dublin.    He leaves us in early September taking, alas, his own inimitable style with him.   His successor will be Fr. Des Connolly who is one of the Montfort Fathers based at Ashurst, though he himself has latterly been Parish Priest of Ringwood/Fordingbridge.   He is the inspiration behind the ‘Poitiers Project’ which we support with food donations, etc., and will be known to many as not so long ago he was Chaplain at St. George’s College. 

On the East side of the city, Fr. Bill Wilson is moving from Woolston/Netley to Westbourne (Bournemouth) and Fr. Claro Conde is coming instead from Sandown/Shanklin/Ventnor.   Fr. Anthony Gatt of Portswood will be their new Coordinating Pastor.

And that’s it.  You’ll just have to petition the Bishop again next year ...
APF Annual Mission Mass at Christ the King, Bitterne Wednesday July 21, 7.30pm, plus documentary film on work in Pakistan.

PAPAL VISIT:  Until now, there has been some mystery surrounding the location of the Mass on Sunday, September 19 at which the Pope will beatify John Henry Newman (+1890).   

It was to have been at Coventry airport, scene of the last Papal Mass, but now, to the chagrin of the city dignitaries of Coventry and on the grounds of expense, has been moved to Cofton Park in the S.W. suburbs of Birmingham.   

This location, which holds 100,000, is directly opposite the now largely razed former BMW/MG Rover site at Longbridge – a monument to the collapse of British industry – though I am assured by one in the know that the park is delightful.   It is also very close to the Oratory Fathers’ cemetery at Rednal, where the grave of Newman and his friend Fr. Ambrose St. John is situated.
It is a pity that a German Pope will not be visiting Coventry, which for obvious reasons would be a powerful sign.   However the change will allow the Pope to visit Newman’s unaltered study in the Oratory House in Birmingham, a private visit as that room certainly does not hold 100,000 people. 

It does seem a bit risky only to know the venue for such an event three months in advance, though no doubt all will go swimmingly especially as Chris (Lord) Patten is now in charge, a man who has acquitted himself with distinction not least as our last Governor in Hong Kong.
REPOSITORY SALE:  Thanks to supporters of the ‘£1 per item’ sale after last Saturday’s 6.30pm Mass which raised £50 for funds.
OUT OF ORDER:  Cardinal Schönborn of Vienna has been summoned to Rome for criticising Cardinal Sodano over his reactions to the abuse scandal, has been invited to “express displeasure over the interpretations made”, and has been reminded that “only the Pope may criticise a Cardinal”.
Would you please note that only an Archbishop may criticise a Bishop, only a Bishop may criticise a Parish Priest, only a Vicar General may criticise a layperson aged over 70, only a Monsignor a layperson between 50 and 70, and only a Canon a layperson between 18 and 50.   A Priest may criticise laypersons under 18 but only once per year and only if he has a Doctorate in Theology.    God may criticise no-one.   Now is that quite clear?
THOUGHT FOR THE WEEK

So what went wrong – to cause the largest waste product pile in human history as millions of England flags were torn out of car windows last Sunday afternoon?

What went wrong?  Well, let your own acclaimed parish expert tell you.

(1)The players and manager are separated by an insurmountable linguistic divide.  When Mr. Capello tells them to ’get stuck in’ they think he is talking about pasta.  (2) Top national clubs are full of foreign players who represent other nations at international level.   The remaining ‘skeleton’ does not gel.  (3) Bitter inter-club rivalry spills over into relationships within the national team.

Well, that’s what they say, anyway.   I am sure these are features in other nations as well.   Maybe it’s a national tendency of ours to put the blame anywhere as long as it’s on somebody else.

It would be very different, wouldn’t it, if football teams really were the product of their locality – as in earlier days, when Manchester United was the “Newton Heath Lancashire & Yorkshire Railway Football Club”.    Imagine if all Chelsea players came from Chelsea:  most of the team would be titled and would live on the King’s Road.

There is an analogy with the Church here.  It is a good and healthy thing to be loyal to one’s parish, through thick and thin, rather than flitting around in every passing mood.   But sometimes we can be a bit isolationist – like the Spanish village where I once stayed on holiday where the road sign said “Welcome to Upper Valeria” and somebody had written underneath “Unless you are from Lower Valeria”.

Then there is the challenge of making the Church work at a wider level, starting in our Diocese with the Pastoral Area.    If everybody says “we always do it this way” then from the resulting tangle it is impossible to create a working strategy.

And then the provision of clergy.   Some say:  “The Church is international;  there are more clergy in some places than others, just shunt them around”.    This ignores the fact that the family of the Church, like any family, should provide for its own.   In a very ideal world, each parish would be promoting candidates to serve as its own pastors – that was certainly what happened in the early Church, as we can see clearly recorded in the Acts of the Apostles and the New Testament letters.    
Maybe that would now be going too far, but the comparison is between always expecting the Church to parachute in some priest to serve a parish, and a football team whose members may come from Patagonia, for all we know, as long as the team exists and we all feel good about it.
