A CHURCH A-Z, for the summer

I is for INQUISITION.   This is a church word like ‘propaganda’ which started out signifying a good purpose and has ended up suggesting a bad one.   The Inquisition was established in 1231 especially to cope with the Cathars in S.W. France, whose teaching of the duality of good and evil, with the suggestion that not all creation was good, and that only some would be saved, was popular but heretical.

The Inquisition was actually intended to stop mobs taking the law into their own hands and lynching suspected heretics – often for some other, and more mundane, real motive.   The Inquisitor would arrive in a town, give a sermon, and summon any accused.   In many cases they were shown to be innocent, or, if guilty, were imprisoned by the Church, which could spare them something worse.   For the unrepentant guilty, worse was in store.  Although we can hardly condone the Inquisition today, the idea that it consisted solely of a group of cackling priests salivating over the dismemberment of victims is quite wrong.

The most famous – and indeed single-minded – Inquisitor was doubtless the Spaniard Torquemada (†1498), named after his birthplace which means ‘burnt tower’, though a false derivation could seem to be from the Latin torquere=to twist, which might be apt.   In Shirley the Inquisition is at No. 413, Shirley Road.

J is for JESUIT.   Founded by St. Ignatius of Loyola in 1534, these ‘shock troops’ of the Counter-Reformation, well educated and trained, swept all before them (including many smaller contemporary orders, who were not surprisingly jealous of their success).   Distinguished for their schools and universities, their world-wide missions, their preaching and their church architecture (specifically designed to enhance the ministry of preaching), and pledging total loyalty to the Pope, they advanced with the motto:  Ad maiorem Dei gloriam (to the greater glory of God).

Plotting enemies ensured their suppression by Pope Clement XIV in 1773, but they bounced back in 1814.   The word ‘jesuitical’ means ‘devising a highly subtle argument to prove the impossible’ – most unfair on the Jesuits, who sought to apply Christ’s teachings in the best possible pastoral way, but were then accused by rivals of twisting the Ten Commandments to make black white.

Did you know there were also Jesuats (no connection) – founded in Siena in 1360, i.e. before the Jesuits?   They were also suppressed (1668) – allegedly for “manufacturing alcohol in ways not approved of by Canon Law” - but in their case the blow was terminal.   Both Jesuats and Jesuits had fine churches in Venice, for example, but if you can’t tell your Gesuati from your Gesuiti you are on a gondola ride to nowhere.
K is for KNOCK.   This sanctuary in County Mayo in Ireland, where in 1879 fifteen different people saw a vision of Our Lady, St. Joseph and St. John the Evangelist against the east wall of the church, now has its own airport, thanks to the energy of the one-time parish priest, Mgr. Horan (†1986), but it was not always so well known.   In fact from about 1882 until 1936 the devotion was to all intents and purposes dormant.   It was revived by the energy of two lay people, Mr. Justice and Mrs. Coyne, and then received the support of local bishops and subsequently Popes John XXIII and Paul VI;  the last Pope visited Knock in September 1979.    This out-of-the-way and windswept place now receives tens of thousands of pilgrims from the English-speaking world.

L is for LIMBO.   According to the Apocryphal Gospels (see last week), Christ descended after his death into ‘Limbo’, where the souls of the righteous were waiting to be freed and led by him into heaven (this is the subject of a beautiful reading in the Divine Office for Holy Saturday).    This is Christ’s descent into the ‘underworld’ (Latin inferos, rather than infernum which is Hell, and quite different).   From this, there sprang the idea of a Limbo Infantium, an infants’ Limbo, the place of unbaptised children who had died.   It was a theological construction to cope with the idea:  what happened to those who died before baptism, having been unable to choose consciously for baptism?

Theologians now remind us that God allows for all to make a personal conscious choice for him after death, even if they are tiny infants who cannot express choice in human words.   So Limbo has quietly expired.
